This exciting workshop tour will take place in the historic and picturesque city of RONDA.  The largest of Spain’s 
white towns, it is famous for the deep cleft in the rock upon which it is built, and through which flows the Rio 
Tajo.  The 18th century Puente Nuevo arched bridge was made famous by Ernest Hemingway in For Whom the 
Bell Tolls, and houses are built along the sheer sides of the cliff.  Known as the birthplace of modern bullfighting, 
Ronda was home to the first school for matadors and the bull ring dates from 1785.  You will stay in Ronda for 8 
nights, at the four star Hotel Reina Victoria, rooms with private bathrooms and air conditioning.  Ronda has a 
wealth of things to paint, in additional there will be a couple of excursions to other small towns for painting and 
exploration.  Then drive to GRANADA for three nights at the Melia Granada, a four star hotel in the center of the 
historical city.  A half day walking tour of the famous Alhambra and Generalife garden, and time for individual 
sightseeing, shopping, and museums in this beautiful city.

RESERVATIONS  Mail the form with your deposit of $500 per 
person as soon as possible.  Balance will be due March 10, an 
invoice will be sent to you.   
 
In the event of CANCELLATION payment will be refunded less 
the following:  up to January 4 - $100 per person, January 4 - 
March 10 -$500 per person, after March 10  no refund unless the 
trip is full and cancelled space can be resold to someone on the 
waitlist, in which case the $500 charge will apply.   In the event of 
a medical emergency, we will obtain as much refund as possible, 
however this will depend upon our suppliers.  No refund for unused 
services after the tour commences.   
 
Optional CANCELLATION INSURANCE is available and 
recommended, a detailed brochure will be sent to you. If insurance 
is purchased at the same time you pay your tour deposit, the 
insurance company will waive the condition that pre-existing 
medical conditions are not covered.  To take advantage of this, 
email Webster’s World BEFORE you send in your deposit, we 
will send you the insurance brochure and application form. 
 
A PASSPORT is required for travel to Spain, valid at date of 
return to the U.S. preferably for at least six months after travel.   
 
ACCOMMODATIONS  are at the Hotel Reina Victoria in Ronda, 
and the Hotel Melia Granada, both four star.  All rooms have 
private bathrooms.  Limited single rooms are available at the 

supplemental cost and may be smaller rooms with one single bed.   
ROOM-MATES   If you wish to share a room but don’t know 
another person, we will do our best to assign you a room-mate.  If 
this is not possible you must pay the supplement.  Obviously we 
cannot be responsible for compatibility and room changes cannot be 
made in Spain.   
 
WALKING   This trip will involve some walking to get to the ideal 
painting spots, you must be able to carry your painting gear.     
PRICES are based on currency exchange rates as of  Spring 2007, if 
there is any major fluctuation adjustments will be made later.   
TRANSFERS will be provided for the group between Malaga 
airport and the hotels for designated group flights.  Participants 
arriving or departing, should arrange to meet he group at the 
designated times, or  provide their own transfers. 
 
AIR TRAVEL is not included.  Depart the U.S. May 14, arrive 
Malaga May 15.  Once we reach the minimum number to gurantee 
the tour operation, participants will be advised of the times of our 
motorcoach transfers so they can book flights to coincide.
